The engine will derate until   
regeneration is completed.

The engine will remain derated.

• No Action Required.

• Increase the engine speed to the green shaded area
  on the the Engine Speed Control Knob and the DPF
  light will turn off. 
• Continue to operate the machine.      

• Stop machine.
• Engage the parking brake. 
• Set the engine speed to low idle.
• The ECM will automatically increase the engine speed.
